Deay Madam|<ir,

The Ministry of Rural Development is implementing Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana- Gramin
(PMAY-G), a flagship programme of the Government of India through the States/UTs with an objective
to achieve the goal of “Housing for All” by constructing 2.95 crore pucca houses in rural areas of the
country. Out of the mandate of 2.95 crore houses, 2.94 crore houses have already been sanctioned by the
States and UTs to the beneficiaries and construction of 2.42 crore houses has already been completed as
of 07.08.2023.

2. As you are already aware that the scheme is to be completed in time bound manner and the
remaining houses i.c. 53 Jakh houses are to be completed by 31st March 2024. 1 would like to draw your
kind attention to the issuc of delayed houses- houses which are incomplete even after 12 months have
passed from the date of release of the first installment. As per provisions of the Framework For
Implementation of PMAY-G, a house is to be completed within 12 months (1 year) from the date of
sanction. However, as of 07.08.2023, there are still 12.44 lakh houses which are incomplete even after 12
months have passed from the date of release of the first instaliment of assistance to the beneficiaries.
These include a massive 7.94 lakh houses which are incomplete even after the passing of 18 months from
the date of release of first installment. State/UT-wise details are annexed.

3. The Ministry has raised the issue of the delayed houses with the States/UTs on various platforms
including review meetings, field visits by Officials, and communications made to the States/UTs. As the
targets under the scheme are to be achieved within the next 7 months, it is imperative that these delayed
houses are also taken up on priority for completion.

4. Accordingly, the following activities need to be undertaken on a priority basis:

i, Conduct analysis of the delayed houses — reasons for the delay, action to be taken up for
completion, etc. by August, 2023 (to be shared with the Ministry)
ii. Complete delayed houses pending for more than 18 months (1.5 years) by 15th September, 2023
ii.  Complete delayed houses pending for more than 12 months (1 year) by 30th September 2023.

3. 1 would, therefore, urge you 1o kindly intervene personally and direct the officials concerned to
complete these delayed houses within the set deadline i.e. 30th September, 2023.
