iii. The parameters for automatic exclusion given in Annexure-l of FFI of the
PMAY-G are relaxed for PVTGs to be identified under PM JANMAN and only
the following two exclusion criteria are applicable for their identification:-

a. Household with pucca houses; and

As you are already aware that the Government of India has approved the
Pradhan Mantri Janjati Adivasi Nyaya Maha Abhiyan (PM- JANMAN) to focus
on 11 critical interventions through 9 line Ministries including this Ministry. The
provision of pucca houses to PVTG households is one of the interventions under
PM JANMAN. The target is to provide financial assistance to 4.90 lakh PVTG
beneficiaries in the construction of pucca houses with basic amenities @Rs. 2.39
lakhs/ house (including unit cost of Rs. 2 lakh with Rs. 12,000/~ for toilet
construction in convergence with SBM-G and 90/95 days unskilled wages (Rs.
27,000/- approx.) under MGNREGS).

2, The Ministry has already issued a detailed action plan for implementing
this Mission vide this Ministry’s letter no. L-12051/01/2013-RH dated
12.12.2023 (copy enclosed). In addition, as per the Cabinet approval of PM
JANMAN, the provisions of the Framework For Implementation (FFI) of the
Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana- Gramin (PMAY-G) have already been modified/
relaxed and communicated to the States vide letter of even number dated
14.12.2023 (copy enclosed). The Awaas+ App has been modified to capture
details of eligible households during the survey and carry out registration of the
PVTGs beneficiaries under this Mission. In addition, an orientation meeting was
also held with the State Nodal Officers and State / District/Block MIS officers to
enable them to complete the tasks within the set deadline. An user manual/SOP
(Copy enclosed) has already been shared with the States/UTs.

3. T'would also like to reiterate that the States were requested vide letter dated
15.12.2023 (copy enclosed) to start the survey and registration process from
15.12.2023 itself as this is to be completed by 05.01.2024. I would also like to
inform that in case, the States observe that some of the GPs wherein eligible
PVTG households have been left out, and/or there are more GPs wherein PVTG
household are there but GPs name is not there in the list provided by Ministry of
Tribal Affairs, then, the same should be shared on priority to this Ministry for
making necessary provisions in the Awaas+ App besides taking up the matter

with the Ministry of Tribal Affairs.
